This term during our Science and Art units, students will be creating a variety of objects
using recycled and found materials. It would be greatly appreciated if you have any
recycled materials laying around at home if your child could please bring them in for us
to use in class. Any recycled objects made from plastic, fabric, aluminium foil, paper, or
cardboard would be great.

Term Overview

English: Students will explore plot and characterisation in stories. They will explore a
variety of stories in picture books and from other cultures to examine how stories use
plot and characterisation to entertain and engage an audience. Students will create a
written imaginative narrative, with appropriate (detailed) images that match the text.
Students will continue to practise including expanded noun groups in their writing, and
writing a variety of compound sentences. This semester, students are expected to
include and correctly spell high frequency words in their writing.

Maths: Students will apply a variety of mathematical concepts in real-life, lifelike and
purely mathematical situations. They will count to and from 1 000, represent three-digit
numbers; compare and order three-digit numbers; partition three-digit numbers; recall
addition number facts; identify related addition and subtraction number facts; add and
subtract with two-digit numbers; represent multiplication and division; and use
multiplication to solve problems. Students will tell time to the half hour and quarter

hour; divide shapes and collections into halves, quarters and eighths and solve simple
fraction problems.

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Science: Students will investigate combinations of different materials and give reasons
for the selection of a particular material according to its properties. Students will create
and design a lunchbox using different types of materials and justify their choices.

Humanities and Social Sciences: Students will explore how technology has changed
over time. They will compare items from the past and present, pose questions about
objects from the past, and create a factual narrative about how technology has changed
over time.

Digital Technology: Students will explore how digital systems are used in everyday
life. They will collect data and represent this data digitally.

Visual Art: Students will explore processes of invention and imagination through found

object sculpture, drawing and collage to communicate meaning and represent new ideas
about change and recycling.
